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How to Move and Clone Equipment

This feature is not limited to moving and cloning Equipments just between Sites. It is
also applicable for moving and cloning the Equipments’ Sub Items within and across
Sites, Equipments, as well as Sub Items.

How to Move Equipment

Example: To Move “Excavators / Excavator XYZ” into “Library”

 Left-mouse click on the  (plus box) to expand one level down for both Locations
(e.g., Excavators and Library).

 Then left-mouse click and hold on Excavator XYZ, drag and drop onto Library.

 An “Equipment Clone” window will be displayed. Select the “Move Equipment”
Action. Click OK to begin the move.
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How to Clone Equipment

Example: To Clone “Excavators / Excavator XYZ” into “Library”

 Left-mouse click and hold on Excavator XYZ, drag and drop onto Library.
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 An “Equipment Clone” window will be displayed. Select the “Copy Equipment”

 During cloning/copying, a command status will be displayed at the bottom part of
the Equipment window.

TIP: The Recycle Bin is particularly useful when discarding unwanted Equipment
and/or Sub Items. This helps to organise the needed Equipment and their respective
Sub Items for each of the Sites, as well as recycle any of the discard. The Recycle
Bin can also be used to completely remove all Sub Items covered by an Equipment,
without the need to individually remove them.
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How to Create a New Task

1. Launch PM Builder, and enter into the Equipment window.

2. Right-mouse click on the Equipment or Sub Item in which a New Task is to be
created. Select the “Create New Task” option.

3. An Equipment / Item “Analysis” window will be displayed.
4. The default tab is “In Progress”, whereby most of the fields need to be filled so that

the analysis for the equipment / item is detailed and meaningful.
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 New Task – Unique ID number is generated automatically by PM Builder. This Task
number is to assist the user in tracking tasks easily.

 Decomposed – Indicator is set to “No” for New Task.
 Ref – Any reference to previous PM’s can be added here for cross reference in the

future, if needed.

 SFM – Allows the user to standardise the wording of a failure. Default is unchecked.
 Consequence – Contains a list of business impacts from the equipment failure in the

field above. Please see the Table below for details.
 On-Off line – Identifies the status that the equipment must be in when the task is

being performed.
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Consequence Definition

1 Hidden Hidden Failures remain undetected until some other failure occurs (common in
protective devices).  Consequences vary in severity according to application.
Defined by SAE JSA1011 as a failure mode whose effects do not become apparent to
the operating crew under normal circumstances if the failure mode occurs on its own.

2 Hazard Hazards have intolerable consequences.  There are three main categories of Hazards;
Environmental, Safety, and Commercial.

3 Operational Failures that result in an operational expense due to lost production or cost of re-
directing production, extra manning etc. Operational consequences are neither hidden,
nor hazards, but are cost related only.

4 Repair Only Failures that only result in a repair cost. These failures have no operational
consequences, hazard consequences, nor are they hidden failures.

5 Not
Applicable

For tasks where there are no failure consequences. This might be used for example
on a pre-shutdown task where there is no failure mode being prevented.

 Failure Mode – Describes any event which is most likely to cause an equipment/
asset (or system/component) to fail. It should contain a concise description of why
that equipment/part/component might fail. In Reliability Centred Maintenance (or
RCM, as defined in SAE Standard JA1011), a Failure Mode is described as any
event that causes a 'Functional Failure' – i.e., the asset is no longer able to perform
its original function. An example of what constitutes a failure mode is shown in the
following table.

PM Optimisation adopts the RCM definition of “Failure Mode”. The PMO process,
however, involves gathering all the existing tasks and scrutinising them for the failure
modes that they are addressing.  Failure modes which have happened in the past or
that could happen and cause a hazard are also added to this list.
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Three examples of PMO Failure Modes are shown in the following table.
 
Various PMO Examples:

TASK FAILURE MODE

Eg. #1 Check Fan Belt for Wear/Slippage. Fan Belt wears due to Normal Operation.

Eg. #2 Check Gearbox for Oil Leaks. Gearbox Leaks Oil.

Eg. #3 Check Hopper Liners for Wear. Hopper Liners Wear due to Normal Operation.

 
For each failure mode identified there needs to be only one task to address it.

 Task – Contains the task description for this particular task. Please see the above
examples on how the Task relates to the described Failure Mode.

 Interval * – A drop down list that specifies how often the task is to be carried out.
 Trade * – Displays the group responsible for carrying out the task.
 Manning / Minutes – These fields record how many persons are required and how

many minutes to complete the task.
 Justification – To record the justification for this task and the changes made to this

task.

 Area – Area/Equipment displays the equipment name and path for that equipment
task. It also displays the hierarchy of the equipment and its components.
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 Acceptable Limits – The acceptable limits for the tests, checks or measurements in
the task should be recorded here.

 Corrective Action * – The required action when the tests, checks or measurements
fall out of the acceptable limits as specified above.

 Tools & Materials * – The required tools and materials to perform the task is
selected here. This also assists in planning for special resources to get the task
done.

 Source * – Displays the origin of the generated PM and is useful during the approval
process.

 Task Type – Defines the classification of the task being performed. Please see the
Table below for details.

 User – Displays the current user accessing PM Builder.

Task Type Definition

Condition
Monitoring

A Condition monitoring task is a task to establish that a component is capable of
fulfilling its intended function until it is due for its next inspection. Condition Monitoring
prevents unexpected failures by frequent assessment of condition and by taking
appropriate corrective action based on the condition found. Condition monitoring tasks
usually incorporate the words, inspect, check, examine, or measure.

Hard Time A Hard Time maintenance task is a task set to prevent unexpected failure by replacing
or refurbishing a component at a predetermined interval based on its life expectancy
rather than its condition. Replacement or refurbishment will occur regardless of
condition at the specified time.

Failure Finding Failures that result in an operational expense due to lost production or cost of re-
directing production, extra manning etc. Operational consequences are neither hidden,
nor hazards, but are cost related only. 
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No Scheduled
Maintenance

When a task is designated as “No scheduled maintenance”, it refers to repairing or
replacing the component when it fails rather than as specified by a routine.

Preparatory,
Assembly, Safety
or Administrative

Administrative or Warning Instructions are written to provide the worker with some
assistance in the completion of the work sheet / instruction.

Whilst these instructions are important, they do not constitute maintenance tasks and
therefore need not be analysed using PM Optimisation. They are found frequently
when conducting task compilation and commonly cause some confusion to
inexperienced teams who often try and analyse these instructions as if they are
maintenance tasks.

Event Specific An Event Specific Servicing is a servicing that is scheduled on the basis of some
unusual and unplanned event that is known to be capable of causing damage to
equipment, or operations, or could result in a hazardous situation.

Event specific servicing is never done on a routine basis. Examples of event specific
servicing are those undertaken after an aircraft heavy landing, dust storm recovery
inspection, pressure vessel over-pressurisation inspection, turbine over-speed
inspection, etc.

Independent
Inspections

Independent Inspections are inspections by one person of another person’s work to
ensure that it is done properly. Independent inspections are only specified for work
that, if not done properly, has hazardous consequences or high recovery costs.

Not Applicable This may be used for tasks such as preparation work or post shutdown work which is
not strictly maintenance work but still requires a task instruction.

To Be Analysed Can be used when the task, or task type, is not fully determined and requires further
analysis.

 Responsibility to Act * – Person responsible for carrying out any task in the ‘Need
To Arrange’ field is selected here.

 Need to Arrange – Any follow up tasks for the PM are added here.

NOTE *: The options for these fields can be modified by clicking on their respective
Toolbar buttons, which are displayed on top of the “Analysis” window.

5. Here is an example, after a sub component has been analysed and contains a new
task in which to tackle its failure mode.

6. Click on the “Switch to Detailed Builder View” button.

7. The “Detailed Builder” portion of the Analysis window will be displayed. In here,
additional information can be added to provide clarity in areas as grouped below.
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 Evaluation – Indicates in what way the equipment / sub item that is being analysed
could fail to perform the required function. The information here is identical to that
filled in on the “Builder View".

 Analysis Tools – Need to Arrange, Responsibility to Act, Warning, Tools and
Materials, Modification, Technical Reference.

 Metrics – Provides Manning, Minutes, Constraint, Failed Part, Risk Calculation, and
Consequence details.
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 Interviews – Allows the user to make notes on an interview performed.

 Instruments – Allows up to six calibration points to be attached to the task.

 Pictures – Attaching relevant pictures for procedure, parts, damage etc. PM Builder
only links to uploaded pictures that are located in a common image folder.

 Schedule – Allows the user to add and remove all the schedules that the task is
listed on.
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8. Once the “Detailed Builder” portion is complete, select the status “Complete” to Yes.
This will automatically save all the data entered for this equipment / sub component.

9. Click the  icon on the top-right corner of the Equipment / Item Analysis window, to
close it and return to the Equipment window.
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10. Back in the Equipment window, the New and Completed Task appears in “Tasks for
Equipment” portion with a White background.

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How to Modify a Task

To Modify a Task, it needs to be either:
 A Task that has not been approved, even if the User has no authority to “edit all

tasks” (e.g., the Task Status below indicates that it is Completed and has not been
approved).

 A User who has the authority to “edit all tasks”, even if the Task has been approved
(e.g., the User below has the “Can edit all tasks” checkbox ticked).
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To Modify a Not Approved Task

1. Enter into the Equipment window. Select and double left-mouse click onto a Task
(e.g., ID: 1315) that has not yet been approved.

2. The Analysis window for Task ID: 1315 will be displayed. The User can access and
modify all of the fields (text box, select list, etc.) on both the “In Progress” and “RCM”
pages. After all changes have been made, click on the  icon to Save the changes.
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To Modify an Approved Task

1. Enter into the Equipment window. Select and double left-mouse click onto a Task
(e.g., ID: 311) that has been approved and implemented.

2. The Analysis window for Task ID: 311 will be displayed. Only Users with the authority
to “edit all tasks” can modify this Task. To access and modify all of the fields (text
box, select list, etc.) on both the “In Progress” and “RCM” pages, click on the  icon
to activate the Edit function.
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3. The  icon will automatically replace the  icon.

4. After all changes have been made, click the on the  icon to Save the changes.

5. Click the  icon on the top-right corner of the Equipment / Item Analysis window, to
close it and return to the Equipment window.
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How to Approve a Task

To Approve a Task, only users who have the authority to Approve can do so.

Tasks that have had their analysis completed (or Task Status indicated as Completed)
can be approved. There are two ways to Approve a Task, this is either through the:
 Approval section – allows the approver individual to batch approvals, or
 Equipment Analysis section – allows the approver to spot tasks that are to be

approved.

To Approve a Task through the Approval Section

1. On the Main window of PM Builder, click on the  bullet to bring the
“Approval” window up.
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2. Use the arrow buttons  at the bottom of the window to step through all
New and not Implemented Tasks.. For example Task ID: 1315.

3. To approve Task ID: 1315, select “Yes” under the Approved selection in the Task
Status corner. Approval Comments may also be added. After the Approval has been
made, click on the  icon to Save.

4. To batch approve a group of Tasks, click on the “Batch Approve” button on the top-
left corner of the Approval window.
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5. The “Filter for Batch approve” window will be displayed.

 Select the Area Filter (e.g., Excavators)

 Select the Component Filter (e.g., Excavator XYZ). Click the “Include Sub
Components” checkbox to include all sub items for Excavator XYZ.
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 Click on the  checkbox. The “Trade” window will be displayed
for filter selection.

Enter the New Equipment’s name (e.g., Excavator ABC) and hit the Return key.
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15. To Edit an Equipment name, right-mouse click on the Equipment (e.g., Excavator
ABC) and select the “Edit Equip Name” option. Then, enter another name for this
Equipment (e.g., Excavator DEF) and hit the Return key.
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16. To Delete an Equipment, select the Equipment which is to be deleted. Click on the
“Delete Item” button or right-mouse click on the Equipment (e.g., Excavator DEF)
and select the “Delete Item” option. A window will be displayed to confirm the
deletion. Click on “Yes” to proceed, or “No” to cancel.


NOTE: An Equipment can only be deleted if it does not contain any sub components
or items. PM Builder will prevent any accidental deletion of Equipment(s) that have
any contents.
